	Article II: Nonprofit Purposes

Section 1. Purpose

The primary purpose of the Dane County Community Information Partnership, Inc. (DCCIP) and it’s electronic information service, DANEnet, is to respond to the information and communication needs of the community by providing:
a. a means for direct and immediate communication among the citizens of Dane County, businesses, governmental institutions and non-profit agencies,
b. access to public and private information sources and networks, by means of computers and other telecommunications facilities,
c. a network to facilitate educational efforts and the efficient delivery of social services,
d. all permissible ancillary activities that relate to the primary purposes or activities necessary to obtaining support for those purposes.

	Article II: Nonprofit Purposes

Section 1. Purpose

DANEnet provides technology assistance to other nonprofits by:  

a. helping nonprofit organizations use technology to do what they are doing more efficiently and effectively. 

b. providing technology planning and consulting, as well as technology setup, support and repair. 

c. providing technology related programs primarily targeting youth, unemployed adults and seniors.

The Treasurer shall have general supervision of all finances, shall receive and safely keep all moneys belonging to the corporation and shall perform such other duties as from time to time my be assigned to him or her by the Board of Directors. He or she shall keep proper books of account and keep accurate account of the finances of the Corporation and shall present, at the annual meeting of the organization, an appropriate financial statement showing assets, liabilities, receipts and disbursements for the year.
